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Note - Instructions for students.

1. The minimum pass marks in written examination are 40%.
2. The students can apply for the re-evaluation within twenty days of the date of declaration of result of examination. After the expiary of this period he/she can

also apply for re-evaluation within 15 days with a late fee of Rs. 200/-.
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
